Definition of the Youth at Risk Target Group 

· Objective:
· To attract at-risk young people in disadvantaged areas into these facilities and activities and divert them away from the dangers of substance abuse
The criteria for defining the Target Group includes:

· Age group:    
· Young people aged between 10 and 25 years old
· Family background:

· History of substance misuse

· High Unemployment

· High dependence on Social Welfare Assistance

· Lack of stable family background/ relationships

· Contact with Criminal or Juvenile Justice System:
· Being in trouble with the law

· Having been or currently in Custodial or Residential Care

· Problems with Juvenile Crime, Vandalism or Truancy

· Environmental Circumstances:
· Evidence of Social Inclusion

· Marginalisation

· Homelessness

· Education and Life-Skills:

· Early School Leaving

· Poor School Attendance

· Poor Educational Achievements

· Inadequate take-up of Mainstream Educational opportunities

· Poor Self-Esteem or low Expectations. 

Based on the premise that Sport and Recreation is an antidote to Anti-Social Behaviour, our focus will be on developing appropriate opportunities for young people classified as at-risk.

Applications

Application will be accepted only by the standard application form which has been compiled by the Advance Project Ltd. This form includes the Terms and Conditions attached to the Grants scheme. It also includes a declaration that must be completed by an authorised person i.e. Chairperson, Secretary or Treasurer stating that the terms and conditions will be complied with. This will form the basis of the contract entered into by successful applicants. Any other canvassing will disqualify.
